Blends 
 
Black Bush 
A uniquely rounded bouquet, rich amber hue, and a distinctive spicy taste. 
 
Bushmills Original 
Fresh fruit and honey aromas combine with a fresh light citrus note to give a pleasant balanced character. 
 
Bushmills 1608 
Bushmills 1608 is a premium blended Irish whiskey. The heart of the blend is made of Bushmills  
malt whiskey distilled with crystal malt. This special type of malted barley is obtained by gently  
roasting the germinated barleycorns while still moist, which partly crystallizes the grains and enhances 
the natural sweetness of the malt. When carefully distilled and matured, crystal malt delivers exceptional 
smoothness as well as distinct toffee and chocolaty notes. 
 
Jameson 
Yellow-gold hue; delicate floral aromas with grainy notes and heat; light-bodied,  
very smooth and clean with a touch of astringency on the finish. 
 
Jameson 12 Year 
A golden honey hue with sherry sweetness, nutty flavor and mild woody  
undertones and a rich, lasting finish. 
 
Jameson 18 Year 
Wonderfully mellow and smooth, complex flavors of fudge & toffee spice,  
hints of wood & leather, gentle sherry nuttiness and vanilla. 
 
Michael Collins 
A pleasant maltiness with mellow hints of oak and a creamy vanilla smoothness. 
 
Midleton Very Rare 
A unique taste with almond, dried herbs, lush fruits, honey & floral nuances  
and a long satisfying finish with a touch of toasted oak wood. 
 
Powers 
Warm and robust with fruity and spicy flavors giving way to a long, lingering finish. 
 
Tullamore Dew 
Subtle, smooth and with a pleasant maltiness combined with  
charred wood undertones and the natural flavor of golden barley. 



Irish Whiskeys’ 
 
Single Malts 
 
Bushmills Malt 10 Year 
Intriguing notes of nougat, milk chocolate and oaky vanilla are present.  
The palate entry offers pleasantly fruity grainy tastes. 
 
Bushmills Malt 16 Year 
Infused delicate honey, mild toasted wood and vanilla notes, while the sherry  
wood lends the malt a rich, fruity sweetness and a distinct nutty character. 
 
Clontarf 
Straw yellow with a slight greenish tint. Refined vanilla, caramel, dust, toasty wood and  
delicate spice flavors. A round vibrant entry leads to slight sweet medium to full-bodied  
palate with toffee, roasted nuts, wet hay and brown spices. Finishes with a long, sweet  
caramel, wood and spice fade. Very tasty and rich. 
 
Knappogue Castle 
Really mellow and well rounded, very well-balanced, medium intensity, sweetish  
complex taste incorporating the following aromas: malt, citrus, vanilla, perfumy oils  
and definite toasted wood notes. 
 
Michael Collins Single Malt 
A rich complexity with mellow hints of oak, a delicate peatiness  
and a creamy vanilla smoothness. 
 
Red Breast 
Strongly flavored and assertive, a blend of spicy, oily, sherry and  
toasted notes that linger on the palate. 
 
Tyrconnell 
Well-structured with honey notes hanging from the nose. A tang of oranges  
and lemons, a strong malt presence that balances well with the oily sweetness. 
 
Welsh Whisky 
 
Penderyn Single Malt 
At premium strength (46% vol) Penderyn has an exceptionally balanced taste with an aroma  
of cream toffee and fleetingly of fresh new heather. Then, as the initial sensations fade, the finishing 
notes of tropical fruits, raisins and vanilla emerge strongly and are long lasting. 
 
 
 
 



Scotch Whiskys 
 
Blends 
 
Chivas Regal 12 Year 
Round and creamy on the palate with a full, rich taste of honey  
and ripe apples with vanilla, hazelnut and butterscotch notes. 
 
Dewar’s White Label 
A blend of up to 40 single malt and grain scotch whiskies with  
distinctive heather and honey notes. 
 
Dewar’s 12 
A rich, honeyed flavor with a full fruity nose, reminiscent of sultanas,  
raisins, and Scottish heather. 
 
J&B Rare 
A blend of 42 different malt and grain whiskies with a  
round fruity smoothness and structure. 
 
Johnnie Walker Red Label 
A powerful combination of spicy, smoky malts, such as Talisker,  
and lingering, lighter grains. 
 
Johnnie Walker Black Label 
A deep and complex flavor which is also an  
unquestionable mark of power and refinement. 
 
Single Malts 
 
Aberlour 10 Year 
Exceptionally smooth and creamy, with spicy-sweet nutmeg  
and honey combining with the dewy freshness of autumn fruits 
 
Dalwhinnie 15 Year 
A mellow, subtle malt yielding flavors of creamy vanilla  
and a heather-honey sweetness. 
 
Glenfiddich 12 Year 
A soft, rounded taste with fresh fruit flavours, a touch of pine,  
and a subtle peatiness. 
 
 
The Glenlivet 12 Year 
Fresh floral flavors with notes of vanilla develop into a soft finish  
with gentle aromas of summer meadows and tropical fruits. 
 



Single Malts continued 
 
Glenmorangie 10 Year 
A Delicate light flavor with a touch of peat and smoke, and a  
finish of honey and almond nuttiness. 
 
Glenmorangie Lasanta 
A full, sweet flavor typical of Spanish sherry with sultanas, orange segments, walnuts,  
and butter toffee. Hazelnut through a chocolate coating, spice notes and hints of leather. 
 
Glenmorangie Quinta Ruban 
A taste of dark chocolate and walnuts giving way to the lemony-rose jelly texture of Turkish delight 
ending with the flavor of sugar-coated oranges countered by crisp mint chocolate adding a chiffon-like 
texture. 
 
Glenmorangie Nectar D’Òr 
A smooth melting creaminess of lemon tart giving way to tastes of creamy caramel and  
zesty lime slowly replaced with warming ginger coupled with the nutty flavors of nutmeg  
and toasted almonds. 
 
Lagavulin 16 Year 
The primary taste starts sweet like caramel nougat and  
finishes darkly smoky with a long ambrosial finish. 
 
Laphroaig 10 Year 
A pungent, earthy aroma of blue peat smoke, the sweet nuttiness  
of the barley, and the delicate heathery perfume of Islay's streams. 
 
The Macallan 12 Year 
A deep, rich, deliciously smooth and well-rounded flavor  
with a slight sweetness and touch of sherry and wood. 
 
Oban 14 Year 
A good balance of primary flavors. Starts sweet, engages the whole palate 
and finishes dry, with faint but distinct peat-smoke in the finish. 
 
Talisker 10 Year 
One can find burned caramel and salt, but also the fragrant sherry makes  
an appearance. There is quite a lot of peat (and pepper) to be found in the  
taste, which is delicious.
